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ANSI (American MNatonal Standards [nstitute) and [SEA { International Sakety Eyuipment Associat onp developed high-visi bility A
clothing standards for safety apparel. These standards were designed to protect workers on job sites and recreational areas
where high visibility & required. ANSIASEA 107-2010 specifies the types, clsses and colors of high-visibilty clothing
reguired by those exposed to traffic hazards.

Which class do you need?

Glass 2 Workers who work near roadvways whene raffic excesds 25 mph and workers who need greater visibiity in
inclement weather, generally includes schood crossing quards, parking and toll gate personnel , aipot ground crews and
taw enforcement personnel directing trafhe.

Glass 3 Workers with high task loads in a wide range of weather conditions where traffic excesds 50 mph. The standsnd
recommends these garments for all roadway construction personnel, vehicle operators, utility workers, Survey crews,
emengency responders, raikay workers and accident site investigators.

Glags E When high-visibilty pants are worn without other high-visibility garments, they are considered Class E. When
pants are added to Class 2 or 3 garments, the ensemble is considered Class 3.
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
